

GUIDANCE FOR PANEL MEMBERS WHEN CONSIDERING 
TIS 2 REQUESTS
Please note that the TIS 1 support referred to below includes:

· Inclusion Assistant input for private and voluntary settings

· Allocation of SIS funding in maintained settings

· Regular & frequent outreach from a special school

· Regular & frequent involvement of the Sensory Support Team

· Placement in Local Authority resourced provision

	Essential Information and Evidence
MUST BE PROVIDED


	The evidence included in this section should provide details of the child’s condition and needs as described by professionals who have worked with the child.

	a) 
	TIS 2 form
	All sections of the form are completed?


	b)
	Evidence of the impact of TIS 1 support for a minimum of two terms as detailed on the two EYFS summary documents.
	The EYFS summary documents should be enclosed with the TIS 2 application.  They should provide evidence of the progress made by the child over a period of two terms.  One document should be completed at the beginning of the TIS 1 support and the second when the TIS 2 application is being made. 

Has TIS1 been provided for at least 2 terms?
What form of support has this taken? (See notes above)
What progress has been made?
What is the child’s current developmental level as measured by EYFS?



	c)
	Educational Psychology Report(s)
	EP reports should be no more than 9 months old and will describe the child’s learning needs. 

Is the EP report less than 9 months old? 
Have recommendations from the report been included in IEPs etc?


	d)
	Medical / Therapy Report(s)
	These will provide information about the child’s condition and details of a diagnosis where appropriate.  Implications of the child’s condition and / or diagnosis on their learning and development should be addressed in the EP assessment and subsequent report.

Has the child got a medical condition diagnosed by a health professional? 
Is this impacting on their learning and development currently? 
Are there implications for the child’s development in the longer term? 

	e)
	Last two reviewed IEP / IBPs
	Together with the EYFS summary documents, these will provide evidence of how the school or setting is currently targeting resources to support the child’s learning and development and will provide evidence of the impact of these interventions.

Are 2 reviewed IEP/IBPs provided?
Are the targets set appropriate?
Have recommendations from outside agencies been incorporated?

	Additional Information
SHOULD BE PROVIDED WHERE APPROPRIATE
	For some children there will be a wide range of services involved with the child and family.  

Which services have been involved with the child?
Have they contributed to target setting and reviews?


	a)
	Support Service Reports, eg Sensory Support, Special School Outreach
	Sensory Support / Outreach Reports will enhance the evidence provided on the EYFS summary documents and IEP / IBPs.  If an Early Support Development Journal has been provided this will be useful in providing a brief summary of progress as evidenced through the journal.

Are any reports from Outreach or Sensory Service included?
Have recommendations from these services been incorporated?
Is an Early Support Development Journal provided?

Does this provide any additional information regarding the child’s progress?

	What are the views of parents / carers as recorded at Early Years Action Plus?
ESSENTIAL
	This information may be included on IEPs, annual school reports or similar documents.  Comments could be cut and pasted from IEP’s action plans etc. If not, a summary of parents’ views concerning the child’s learning and development should be included.  Parents should not be expected to send in letters in relation to TIS 2 applications as this sets up false expectations.
What are the views of the parents/carers in relation to progress as recorded at 
Early Years Action Plus?

	What does the child like doing and how do they respond?
ESSENTIAL 
	Information about the views of the child may be recorded through observations, on IEP / IBPs, school reports or other documents. This section could also provide a summary of the child’s views. 
What are the views of the child?

	What provision helps them make progress and results in positive outcomes?

ESSENTIAL

	This section will provide details of what provision has been tried / implemented, what has been successful and how successful it was.  
What provision has been specified?

Is it appropriate?  Does it link to the child’s needs?
How much progress was made?

	Cognition and Learning, Emotional, Behavioural and Social Difficulties, Communication and Interaction, Sensory and / or Physical
	The tick boxes will clarify the specific areas of the child’s difficulty.

What are the child’s areas of difficulty?



	6
	Further information to specify the child’s additional needs.
	Does this provide any additional information/confirmation of the child’s needs?
If so what is it and how does this impact on the child’s development?

	7
	Behaviour
	The tick boxes should indicate the level of skill and understanding displayed by the child in these areas.  ‘Established’ would mean that the child has developed these skills and understanding satisfactorily, with ‘emerging’ describing a child who requires support in these areas.  Additional information about the child’s skills and understanding should be indicated in the space provided.

Does the child experience difficulties with behaviour or relationships?

Do they appear to be severe and long term?

Has progress been made in these areas?

	This section will indicate the child’s level of attendance.

Are there any issues identified in this area?
If so is this impacting on the child’s development?

	These sections will indicate whether any problems have been identified in these areas.

Are any of these impacting on the child’s development?

If so is this a long term area of difficulty?

	Is there anything else which is impacting on the child’s development?

	What TIS 1 support has been in place and what has been the impact?

	This section should clearly state the provision that has been in place, detailing the nature of the support, interventions that have been in place, frequency & duration of the support, group size / ratios and the impact of the intervention should be clearly stated. 
Is the TIS 1 support that has been provided adequate / suitable?  What has been the impact?

	Areas of need to be addressed and possible interventions required to meet these needs should TIS 2 be allocated.


	This section should indicate how any additional resources allocated through TIS 2 should be used to support the child in the areas identified.  This should link to the factors stated in section 4.

Is the provision suggested appropriate to meet the child’s identified needs?
Should this provision ordinarily be provided by the school?
If not, what is being suggested which is over and above this level of support?
What would be the expected outcomes for the child?

Is TIS2 support needed to make this provision?

If so, what level of support is required?
