NQT assessment reports should be 
sent to me within 10 days of the end 
of each term.  A sample assessment 
report is also on the NQT website 
which gives NQT co-ordinators the 
opportunity to see what is expected 
in these forms. Please ensure that all 
boxes are completed including the 
inclusion of a school stamp before 
sending them to me. 
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Transition Point 3:  
Building on Experience 
- Looking Back and 
Looking Forwards." An 
afternoon for Newly 
Qualified Teachers. 
 
Transition Point 3 of the CEDP 
will need to be formally 
completed before the end of 
induction.  This is where NQTs 
are able to reflect on their year 
and the progress they have 
made against the standards and 
their objectives. A workshop 
has been arranged to support 
NQTs with this transition Point.  
It will be held at Ashfield 
House, Ashfield Park Drive, 
Standish WN6 0EQ  on Friday 
6th June 2008.  The afternoon 
will start with lunch at 
12.30pm. The session itself will 
start at 1.15 pm.  Places are 
limited, therefore early booking 
is recommended via the EMS 
system using course code 
NQT/048.  There will be no 
charge for this session. 
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NQT Registration Form – Important Change  
From September the new 
statutory regulations 
require all NQTs to be 
formally registered with 
the Appropriate Body. 
This means that Induction 
mentors will need to 
complete a simple 
proforma to send in to 
Lorraine Carey at Progress 
House as soon as schools 
have appointed an NQT.  
The form comes into 
effect from 1st August 
2008 so this means that all 

new NQTs beginning 
induction in September 
2008 will need to send in 
a registration form.  NQTs 
who come from supply 
agencies will also have to 
be registered with the 
Appropriate Body in the 
same way so they can 
begin induction, provided 
the supply post is suitable 
for induction purposes.  If 
an NQT comes from a 
school outside of Wigan 
to start term 2 or term 3 of 

induction in Wigan then 
schools will also need to 
register the NQT with us 
using the same form.  The 
form is available on the 
NQT website at 
www.wiganschoolsonline.
net/nqt  copies of skills 
tests pass certificates also 
need to be copied and sent 
in to the Appropriate Body 
with the form. Failure to 
formally register an NQTs 
may delay the start of their 
induction. 

Next term we will see the 
introduction of revised statutory 
induction regulations and guidance 
coming from the DCSF. Once this 
has been finalised and released I 
will ensure it is available to 
schools via the NQT website on 
Wigan Schools Online.  One of the 
key changes will be a requirement 
on schools to formally register an 
NQT with the Appropriate Body 
(see above). For schools in Wigan 
this is Wigan Council. The TDA 
have also sent out questionnaires to 
all NQTs regarding the Career 
Entry and Development Profile 

(CEDP) which is also under review 
at the moment.  Some NQTs may be 
contacted directly by the TDA to 
talk to them about the CEDP and 
how they have used it. The new 
2008/9 CEDP is the same as the 
current folder that NQTs are asked 
to keep and develop with their 
mentors during their NQT year.

Skills Tests  
The standards for QTS require that a trainee teacher must 
pass the skills tests before they are awarded QTS and can 
begin their induction period, and any period of induction 
undertaken before QTS is awarded is invalid. Since May 
2001, trainee teachers who would have been awarded QTS 
but for the fact they had not passed all of the skills tests by 
the end of their training programme, have been allowed to 
teach for up to five years as ‘unqualified teachers’. 
On 1 September 2007 regulations changed to remove the 
five-year grace period. Any teacher who has not yet passed 
their skills tests must pass the skills tests relevant to their 
cohort and be awarded QTS by 31 August 2008. If they do 
not, they will not be able to teach in maintained schools, 
and their employer will terminate their employment as soon 
as practicable. There can be no extensions or exceptions to 
the deadline of 31 August 2008. 
The Department for Children, Schools and Families offers 
guidance on the amended regulations at http://
www.teachernet.gov.uk/docbank/index.cfm?id=11729. 

Cohort 1: (in final year of training between 1 May 2000 and 
30 April 2001) – individuals would need to have passed the 
numeracy test in order to complete their induction by 27 April 
2007. The regulation change does not affect this cohort. 
Cohort 2: (in final year of training between 1 May 2001 and 
30 April 2002) – although originally only required to pass the 
numeracy and literacy tests, those that failed to do so by 30 
April 2002 must now also pass the ICT test. In order to 
continue teaching, individuals need to pass the tests and be 
recommended for QTS by 31 August 2008. 
Cohort 3: (in final year of training after 1 May 2002 onwards) 
– in order to continue teaching, individuals need to pass all of 
the tests and be recommended for QTS by 31 August 2008. 
In order to aid trainee teachers to pass their skills tests, the 
TDA has developed a range of guidance and preparatory 
materials.

Core standards C15, C17, C27, C29 - Link: http://www.teachers.tv/video/23315 
These eight dramatised lesson starts for KS2 maths present an interactive resource to encourage discussion and applying maths 
in a problem-solving context. A wide range of maths topics is covered and a suitable year group suggested for each lesson 
start.

John Bayley works with design and technology NQT Ben Nelson as he gets to grips with teaching a year eight class at 
Brockworth Enterprise School in Gloucestershire. Bayley feels Ben needs to be better organised in the classroom, and use 
more praise as a motivational tool.  
 

On a return visit, Bayley finds that Ben’s class management has improved, but he still needs to practise positive reinforcement 
by finding something to like in each and every one of his pupils.  
 
School matters: protecting children – four true stories

Behind the headlines and the statistics of safeguarding young people are the real stories of schools dealing with neglected and 
abused children. This programme reconstructs four true stories of children aged six to fourteen 
who have suffered a range of abuse, including drugs and prostitution and shows how the 
teachers and other professionals managed to deal with the challenges arising.  
 
Progression in Primary Maths

Headteacher and maths coordinator Kate Frood puts year 5 pupils through an intense session of 
number-based problem solving to develop their confidence. This helps pupils to build on their 
mathematical knowledge, develop genuine mathematical agility and enjoy maths. The school 
achieves well above average national test results in maths.
