· Cash for schools initiative, cash back to schools for every laptop rented.

· Can arrange finance from the authority – VERY COMPETITIVE  RATES

· To go through another leasing company you will need approval from the Director of Finance 

· The authority lease over 3 or 5 years

· Costs: Approx. £220 per £1,000 over 5 years, £330 per £1,000 over 3 years

· All leasing runs from March and will only be leased from March – this does not restrict when you purchase 

· For further information on leasing from the authority please contact Bruce Hamilton who will explain how it is set up. It seems to be a matter of ordering the required equipment and sending the invoice to the finance department who will pay it and set up the lease. Interesting to note this does not just apply to hardware you could purchase anything and so you could include wiring costs, software etc.
