I rated ‘Percy Jackson and the Sea Monsters’ written by Rick Reardon

as Excellent!. 
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My comments about it are: PJ and the Sea Monsters is a fantasy, mystery with lots of action and adventure. Percy Jackson is a half-blood (part god/hero, part boy) son of Posidian sea god. The story begins with a game of dodgeball, which goes horribly wrong when giants invade with balls of fire; Percy ends up being blamed for the destruction of the school hall and runs away. 
With his friend Annabeth, Percy must go on a quest for the Golden Fleece, in order to save camp half-blood, which is being poisoned by an evil villain. 
On their journey they meet - zombie sailors, sirens on rocks, creatures with evil magical powers, wild pirates and a dreaded Cyclops! We would recommend this book to other readers because it is full of adventure and you certainly won't be bored reading it. 
At the end of each chapter there is always a cliff hanger, which means it is full of suspense and you want to read more and more. This the second book in the series - the first is Percy Jackson and the Lightening Thief. In this book Zeus's master lighteningbolt has been stolen from under his nose. Percy must rescue it, on the way he destroys a perfectly good bus.
